Our intention is to get to know potential buyers and renters before they move in and for them to get to know us as individuals as well as the workings of our community. We want to figure out together if we are a good fit for each other.  In the past we have found it useful for buyers to rent-to-buy when possible.  A unit may become available at any point during this process.  Buyers and renters will be working with the unit owner to purchase or rent a unit.  We have found it very useful for the community to be part of this process.
Steps to Buy or Rent a home in Woodard Lane Cohousing (WLCH)
1. Check out our web site at woodardlanecoho.org and contact us by emailing David Lerner at dl32@icloud.com or by phoning Liv Monroe at 360-357-4503.
2. Schedule a visit, if that works for you.  If not discuss with us how you can become a “prospective member.”
3. Tour our community to see it and talk with some WLCH residents.
4. Complete a “Prospective Member Agreement” form and email it to Liv Monroe at livmonroe@gmail.com. Liv keeps a waiting list with contact information from persons interested in buying and/or renting.
5. Choose several ways among the following to get to know what living here would be like for you and for us to get to know you:
